Driving the

In winter
1. Confirm road 
conditions. Weather 
on the Icefields 
Parkway can be 
quite diff erent than 
surrounding areas, 
so check Alberta’s 
Off icial Road 
Reports.

2. Fill up on gas 
before leaving. None 
of the gas stations 
between Jasper and 
Lake Louise operate 
in winter. Also, snow 
tires are mandatory 
from November to 
April.

3. Bring supplies. 
There’s no cell phone 
reception along 
parts of the highway, 
so always bring an 
emergency kit that 
includes: extra warm 
clothing, extra food 
and water.

Mountain adventures require proper preparation. Stay comfortable and safe with these sample 
packing essentials. Remember: each trip is diff erent, so make a list tailored to your own adventure!
